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About festival

The International Festival of Songs Olomouc was established in 1972 under the name
Children's Choir Festival Olomouc. Since its founding, the festival has been an annuadl,
traditional project in the region. The festival received the name Svétky pisni in 1977, ot
first it served exclusively as a platform for meeting children's choirs through shows and
concerts. The International Singing Competition luventus Mundi Cantant was first
opened in 1987, and later in 2002 it was restructured and renamed the International
Choir Competition Mundi Cantant. Since 1987, the festival and singing competition
have been open to all categories of choirs.

The Festival of Songs Olomouc was founded by choirmaster and music organizer Karel
Klime§ together with his son Jifi Klimes, who further developed the festival. From the
beginning until 1989, the festival was organized by the Park of Culture and Leisure.
Subsequently, this activity was followed by the Svatky Pisni association (until 1998) and
then the Festa Musicale association, since 2015 under the leadership of Marek Klimes.
Since 2022, the festival has been organized by the OLA21 association.

The festival has focused on amateur music since its inception. The main mission of the
festival is:
» Popularize - amateur and professional music

Present - choral singing in any vocal composition

Support - education, concert activities, music production

Initiate - collaboration between art ensembles and institutions

Create - unique art projects (and meeting medium)

Connecting - people of different countries and cultures by help of music

During the last 5 regular years, the Festival of Songs Olomouc was visited by

159 choirs, making in total 5 198 participants from 21 countries.

2015: 38 choirs, 1027 participants, 9 countries

2016: 28 choirs, 1 005 participants, 5 countries

2017: 33 choirs, 1 106 participants, 10 countries

2018: 30 choirs, 960 participants, 8 countries

2019: 35 choirs, 3 orchestras, 1 113 participants, 9 countries
2020: extraordinary Christmas year - concerts of vocal groups
2021: the year did not take place



The festival was attended by choirs from countries such as Bulgaria, Costa Rica,
Croatia, Estonia, Finland, Germany, Hungary, Ireland, Iceland, Kazakhstan, Latvig,
Lithuania, Malaysia, Poland, Russia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Thailand, Turkey, The Ukraine
and the Czech Republic.

Category - open repertoire

Category - Sacred music (children’s, youth, adult, chamber choirs)

The repertoire must contain only sacred music pieces and must contain one piece

composed before 1750.

ategory - Folklore (children’s, youth, adult, chamber choirs)

e pieces should be ethnic / traditional music or pieces arranged from ethnic /

nditional music. The repertoire must contain one piece from the choir’s country of

igin.

ategory - Popular music (children’s, youth, adult, chamber choirs)

e repertoire must contain only spiritual, gospel, pop, jazz and film music pieces.

ategory - Contemporary music (children’s, youth, adult,
hamber choirs)

he repertoire must contain only pieces composed after 1945.



Children’s choirs - Age limit, number of singers, time limit

All children’s choir categories have a defined age limit. The age limit for the majority of
singers is up to and including 16 years of age on the day of the competition. The organizers grant an
exception for 15 % of the choir members. This exceedance of the age limit must be reported to
the organizers in advance.

The minimum number of singers is 14.
: The singing time for children’s choirs is 10 minutes. The singing time excludes time taken by
entering/leaving the stage, the time between pieces, or the time taken by applause. The total
performance duration is set fo 15 minutes. If the time limit is exceeded, the jury will end the competition

performance.

Youth choirs - Age limit, number of singers, time limit

All youth choir categories have a defined age limit. The age limit for the majority of singers is
up to and including 26 years of age on the day of the competition. The organizers grant an exception
for 15 % of the choir members. This exceedance of the age limit must be reported to the organizers in
advance.

The minimum number of singers is 16.
The singing time for youth choirs is 15 minutes. The singing time excludes time taken by
entering/leaving the stage, the time between pieces, or the time taken by applause. The total
performance duration is set fo 20 minutes. If the time limit is exceeded, the jury will end the competition

performance.

Adult choirs - Age limit, number of singers, time limit

There is no age limit in adult choir categories.
The minimum number of singers is 16.
The singing time for adult choirs is 15 minutes. The singing time excludes time taken by
entering/leaving the stage, the time between pieces, or the time taken by applause. The total
performance duration is set to 20 minutes. If the time limit is exceeded, the jury will end the competition

performance.

Chamber choirs - Age limit, number of singers, time limit

There is no age limit in chamber choir categories.
The maximum number of singers is 16.
he singing time for chamber choirs is 15 minutes. The singing time excludes time taken by
entering/leaving the stage, the time between pieces, or the time taken by applause. The total
performance duration is set fo 20 minutes. If the time limit is exceeded, the jury will end the competition

performance.



General rules

1. International competition of choirs “Mundi Cantant” is open only to amateur choirs.

2. Participation in different categories: Choirs can compete in 2022 in @ maximum of 2

competition categories.

3. Age limit: Organisers require a list of singers with their full name and date of birth

submitted in advance for choirs competing in categories limited by age.

4. Instrumental accompaniment: In all competition categories at least one full

composition must be performed “a capella”.

5. list of compositions for the competition: List of competition pieces containing full
names of composers, titles of pieces, cycles and durations must be submitted no later
than the day of the application deadline (10. 4. 2022). 5 hard copies of music scores
must be sent electronically via email. The compositions must be performed in the order

stated on the list of competition pieces and in the festival brochure.

6. Competition program: If a choir competes in more than one category, a different
repertoire must be prepared for each category. Each composition can be performed

only once, except for the Absolute Winner Competition of Mundi Cantant.

7. Competition compositions: Transpositions or other unauthorised adjustments to the
compositions must be indicated in the submitted score and organisers must be informed

about it in advance.

8. Scores: Copies of scores are not given back, they will be stored in the festival

archive.

9. Sound amplification, sound engineering and piano accompaniment: Performances in
all categories will be carried out without microphones or other amplification devices. An

acoustic or electric piano will be available to give a starting note or accompaniment.

10. Acoustic rehearsal at the competition venue: The maximum time provided for an
acoustic rehearsal of a choir at the competition venue is 10 minutes (including
entering/leaving the stage). The rehearsal time is stated by the organisers. The

rehearsal time is fixed and must be respected. If the time limit is exceeded, the rehearsal



will be terminated by the organisers. If the given date or time of the rehearsal is not
respected, no other rehearsal time will be arranged. Thus, the participant's right to an

acoustic rehearsal in the sense of these rules expires.

11. Competition venue: Each choir must register with an authorised stage manager of a
competition venue immediately after entering the venue. The stage manager will assign
each choir their dressing room and a warm-up room. The maximum time in the warm-up
room is 10 minutes. The minimum time for occupancy of the dressing room is 20
minutes, maximum will be limited by capacity and current utilisation of the dressing
rooms. All participants are obliged to respect the time schedules at the competition
venue and follow instructions of the organisers. Warm-up rooms and dressing rooms
may in certain cases have a limited maximum capacity. The dressing rooms are not
used for singing, but only for changing and storing things during the competition

performance!

Evaluation rules

1. Competition jury: Performances are judged by an international jury headed by the

chairman of the jury. The decision of the jury is final.

2. Evaluation system: Each judge has a maximum of 30 points at their disposal that are
awarded according to the evaluation criteria. The final score is calculated as an
average of the number of points awarded by individual judges. Based on the final
score, choirs and ensembles receive an award at a corresponding award level. The
golden and silver awards (medal) have ten levels (I - the lowest level; X - the highest
level), and the bronze award has 8 levels (Il - the lowest; X the highest). More than

one ensemble can be awarded on the same level.

Honourable mention | - 11 (1.00 - 2.99 points)
Bronze medal lll - X (3.00 - 10.99 points)
Silver medal | - X (11.00 - 20.99 points)
Gold medal | - X (21.00 - 30.00 points)

3. Evaluation documentation: After the announcement of results, choirmasters and
conductors will have the opportunity to meet the jury that will give them feedback on
their performance. The evaluation sheets of judges with comments will be available in

electronic form after the festival.



Absolute winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant”

1. Absolute winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant” is the second round of ,Mundi

Cantant” competition.

2. Absolute winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant” is held without an age and
category differentiation. Choirs qualify based on the final evaluation of “Mundi

Cantant” competition. Only golden medal winners of ,Mundi Cantant” can qualify.

3. Maximum number of finalists is 5. The qualified choirs must have obtained the highest
number of points in all categories of children’s, youth, adult, chamber, and senior choirs,

in golden award levels.

4. Qualification of choirs will be announced at the “Mundi Cantant” competition
awards ceremony (on Saturday, June 4, 2022). Absolute winner competition will be
held in the evening on the same day. Finalists must let know the program of their

performances to the organizers immediately after the announcement of the nomination.

5. Qualification: If any choir achieves the same result in more than one category, the

finalist’s place will be offered to the choir with the second-best result.

6. Qualification: If any of the qualified choirs decide not to participate in the Absolute
winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant”, its place will be taken by the choir with the

second-best result.

7. Qualification: In case of equality of points between choirs, the finalist will be chosen

by the jury vote, which will take place in public at the announcement of the results of
“Mundi Cantant”.

8. Competition compositions: There are no repertoire restrictions in the Absolute winner
competition of ,Mundi Cantant”. Compositions used in “Mundi Cantant” competition

may be performed again.

9. Time limit: The singing time for each choir is 10 minutes. This does not include time
taken by entering/leaving the stage, the time between pieces, or the time taken by

applause.



10. Competition jury: Performances are evaluated by the jury of the International Choir
Competition Mundi Cantant and guest conductors. A list of jury members will be
available at the competition venue in the program of the Absolute winner competition of

»Mundi Cantant” as well as in the results list of the competition.

11. Competition jury: All conductors of the participating choirs of ,Mundi Cantant” are
invited into the jury of the Absolute winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant” except of

conductors of the performing choirs.

12. Evaluation system: Each judge has 1 vote at their disposal, which they give to one
of the performing choirs. The chairman of the jury has 2 votes at his disposal. The
chairman of the jury may use the second vote only in case of a draw. The choir with the
highest number of obtained votes becomes the Absolute winner of “Mundi Cantant”

competition.

13. Equality of votes: In case of a draw the casting vote is awarded by the chairman of

the jury of the Absolute winner competition of ,Mundi Cantant”.
14. Announcement of the results: The voting of judges is public.

15. Title and prizes: The title “Absolute winner of Mundi Cantant Competition” belongs
to the choir with the highest number of obtained jury votes. The rewards may be either
financial or non-financial for both the winner and the finalists of the competition. In case
rewards are announced, information about them will be posted on the website of the

organizer of the festival. The website is available at: www.svatkypisniolomouc.cz
